About the Faral Sakhi Initiative

[he Faral Sakhi initiative was introduced by the Mira Bhayandar Municipal Corporation on a pilot basis during
Diwali last vear. The program aimed to empower women engaged in making traditional snacks (faral) at home
bv organizing them through self-help groups and providing professional training and infrastructure support.

Under the initiative. women were trained in food preparation, branding. marketing. and financial management.
I'hey were provided access 1o a central kitchen equipped with modern machinery. enabling them to produce
up to 3 tons of faral products, which were successfully marketed and sold.

Encouraged by its success, the initiative was selected for the ‘Award te Reward” program under NITT Aayog’s
Women Entrepreneurship Platform. As part of this recognition. 25 women were given specialized training in
business skills. including sales, financial planning, and management. They also participated in industrial visits
to gain practical knowledge about kitzhen and employee management.

Following a rigorous assessment. eight women were selected and provided with cloud Kitchens and necessary
equipment. transforming them into independent entrepreneurs. Their success stands as a model for women

empowerment and grassroots entrepreneurship.
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
